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O Grupo Tematico (GT) intitulado Alimentacdo e Nutrigdo em Saude Coletiva tém
como preocupacdo e objeto de trabalho os habitos alimentares incorretos
apresentados pela sociedade, os comportamentos inadequados de alimentacdo, que
repercutem na qualidade de vida de forma individual e coletiva, com
comprometimentos na saude da populagao, e apresentam interesse de aproximar os
pesquisadores dessa ampla linha de pesquisa, possibilitando a partilha e parcerias
guanto aos conhecimentos atuais na area e possibilitar momentos de discussdo e
ampliacdo de conhecimentos cientificos aos discentes, como também estimular a
busca pela pesquisa. Neste sentido o referido GT tendo como propostas: contribuir
com a socializacdo do conhecimento entre pesquisadores e discentes iniciantes na
pesquisa cientifica; possibilitar momentos de discussdo e refinamento das
metodologias de pesquisa na area; sensibilizar os discentes quanto a importancia de
ser pesquisador e contribuir para melhoria da sociedade; promover divulgacdao da
pesquisa cientifica na area e discussdo sobre temas, como: agenda regulatéria em
alimentacdo e nutricdo; aleitamento materno e alimentacdo complementar;
alimentacdo e acessibilidade; alimentacdo, nutricdo e salde mental; alimentacao,
saude e cultura; alimentacdo e nutricdo de grupos populacionais em situagao de
vulnerabilidade; alimentagdo e nutricdo em sua interface com as Ciéncias Humanas e
Sociais; alimentacdo e nutricdo nos ciclos de vida; alimentacdo e relagdes de género;
alimentacdo e transdisciplinaridade; alimentacdo e contemporaneidade; alimentacao,
nutricdo e sustentabilidade; ambiente alimentar; arte, alimentacdo e cultura; aspectos

psicossociais da alimentacdo; avaliacdo de intervencGes nutricionais; cuidado em
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alimentacdo e nutricdo na Rede de Atencdo a Saude; direito humano a alimentacao
adequada e saudavel; educagdo alimentar e nutricional; epidemiologia nutricional;
globalizacdo, alimentagdo e nutricdo; medicalizagdo/ farmacologizacdo/
famaceuticalizacdo da alimentacdo; promocdo da alimentacdo adequada e saudavel;
relacdo publico-privado em alimentacdo e nutricdo; soberania e seguranca alimentar e
nutricional; sistemas alimentares; vigilancia alimentar e nutricional; possibilitar
discussdo considerando os principios da seguranca alimentar respeitando as
diversidades culturais regionais, sociais e ambientais no exercicio da profissdo;
identificar estratégias de seguranca alimentar disponiveis e implantar acbes de
vigilancia alimentar e nutricional na comunidade, compreendendo ainda, a realidade
hoje vivida quanto a COVID-19 dentro dos objetivos acima propostos. As
apresentacdes ocorrerdo no dia 07 de outubro de 2021, de forma REMOTA, através da
Plataforma Blackboard, em duas sessoes, de 8 as 12h e das 14 as 18h. O GT so sera
ofertado se apresentar no minimo 5 trabalhos aprovados e serdo no mdaximo 10
trabalhos selecionados. Cada sessao de apresentacao terd duragdo maxima de até 120
minutos. A ordem, tempo de apresentacdao e a sele¢do dos trabalhos serao
organizados e avaliados pelos membros da comissao organizadora do GT Alimentagao
e Saude Coletiva e o melhor trabalho sera indicado, observando a sua relevancia,
mérito e originalidade. O funcionamento do GT sera remoto, prevendo que a realidade
vivenciada no momento devera ser de distanciamento social e controle da COVID -19.

ABSTRACT

FOOD, COLLECTIVE HEALTH NUTRITION

The Thematic Group (TG) entitled Food and Nutrition in Public Health have as a
concern and object of work the incorrect eating habits presented by society, the
inappropriate eating behaviors, which have an impact on the quality of life individually
and collectively, with compromises in health of the population, and are interested in
bringing researchers closer to this broad line of research, enabling the sharing and
partnerships regarding current knowledge in the area and enabling moments of
discussion and expansion of scientific knowledge to students, as well as stimulating the
search for research. In this sense, the TG has the following proposals: to contribute to
the socialization of knowledge among researchers and students who are new to
scientific research; enable moments of discussion and refinement of research
methodologies in the area; sensitize students about the importance of being a
researcher and contribute to the improvement of society; promote the dissemination
of scientific research in the area and discuss topics such as: regulatory agenda in food
and nutrition; breastfeeding and complementary feeding; food and accessibility; food,
nutrition and mental health; food, health and culture; food and nutrition of vulnerable
population groups; food and nutrition in its interface with the Human and Social
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Sciences; food and nutrition in life cycles; food and gender relations; food and
transdisciplinarity; food and contemporaneity; food, nutrition and sustainability; food
environment; art, food and culture; psychosocial aspects of food; evaluation of
nutritional interventions; care in food and nutrition in the Health Care Network;
human right to adequate and healthy food; food and nutrition education; nutritional
epidemiology; globalization, food and nutrition; medicalization / pharmacologization /
pharmaceuticalization of food; promotion of adequate and healthy food; public-
private relationship in food and nutrition; sovereignty and food and nutritional
security; food systems; food and nutritional surveillance; enable discussion considering
the principles of food security while respecting regional, social and environmental
cultural diversity in the exercise of the profession; to identify available food security
strategies and to implement food and nutritional surveillance actions in the
community, also understanding the reality currently experienced in relation to COVID-
19 within the objectives proposed above. The presentations will take place on October
7, 2021, REMOTE, through the Blackboard Platform, in two sessions, from 8 am to 12
pm and from 2 pm to 6 pm. The WG will only be offered if it presents at least 5
approved works and there will be a maximum of 10 selected works. Each presentation
session will have a maximum duration of up to 120 minutes. The order, presentation
time and selection of the works will be organized and evaluated by the members of the
organizing committee of the GT Food and Collective Health and the best work will be
indicated, observing its relevance, merit and originality. The working of the WG will be
remote, predicting that the reality experienced at the moment should be one of social
distance and control from COVID -19.
